Keep records and logs of all treatments. Inform the Camp Director of any serious illness or injuries.

Turn in and file all medical forms at the end of each week to the camp office.

CONDITIONS OF SERVICE

1. All Medical Staff must be registered with the Boy Scouts of America.

2. Medical Officers must be at least 18 years of age and have at least 2 years experience.

3. All Medical Officers will conduct themselves in accordance with the Scout Oath and Law at all times.
